Commenting on the performance, Mr. Aryan Sehgal, Promoter and Whole time 
Director of Tarsons, said:

“Consolidated Revenue for FY26 stood at ₹ 423 crores, reflecting a growth of ~8% over FY25. PAT 
witnessed a decline in FY26 primarily due to increased depreciation and higher finance costs arising 
from the capitalization of new facility at Panchla and Amta, whose revenue contribution will 
commence in FY27. Cash PAT for FY26 stood at ₹ 112 crores, representing a strong 21% YoY growth.

While the Panchla & Amta facilities has started with commercial supplies, we expect full 
commissioning of the facility by H1FY27. With the addition of these new capacities and an expanded 
product portfolio, we are well positioned to accelerate our growth journey by onboarding new 
customers, deepening relationships with existing clients, and scaling export business through a 
comprehensive offering tailored to diverse customer needs. Backed by over four decades of strong 
customer relationships and brand equity built by Tarsons, we remain optimistic about our growth 
trajectory in the years ahead.
